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Don Bosco provides recreational, educational
and social service programming through six
interrelated community centers located in the
Northeast corridor of Kansas City.

Senior Center

The Senior Center serves all adults ages 60 and
over, and people 18 and over with disabilities.
The Center’s primary services are to provide
meals, transportation, and activities that
promote health, education and recreation. The
Senior Center seeks to help individuals maintain
independent living for as long as possible,
preserve dignity, and promote self-worth.

Counseling Center

The goal of the Don Bosco Counseling Center is
to offer mental health services to everyone,
regardless of their ability to pay. The Counseling
Center is a joint partnership with Truman
Medical Center. In addition, Don Bosco
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provides social workers at several area schools
through funding and support provided by LINC
Caring Communities.

Family Support Center

Nearly 11,000 people per year receive emergency
assistance services from the Don Bosco Family
Support Center. The Family Support Center
provides food, clothing, rent and utility assistance,
and job counseling. The support provided by the
staff is not always monetary. By offering emotional
support, encouragement and guidance, the
Family Support Center leads people to education,
employment, and self-sufficiency.
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Don Bosco was founded in 1940 when the
citizens of Kansas City’s historic Columbus Park
decided to establish a recreational facility for
their children. As the neighborhood grew and
the demographics changed, the original Don
Bosco Community Center grew into six centers:
a Senior Center, a Charter High School, a
Family Support Center, a Counseling Center, a
Youth Development Center, and an English as a
Second Language Center. Don Bosco works to
address the daily issues and needs of its local
community. The Northeast corridor of Kansas

City ranks among the highest in crime, child
abuse, domestic abuse, infant mortality and
school drop out rates. Most of Don Bosco's
clients live at or below the poverty level. Don
Bosco strives to provide these individuals with
the resources necessary to overcome their
obstacles and better their lives.
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Charter High School

Don Bosco’s Charter High School is an
accredited alternative high school that
graduates nearly 100 students each year. Don
Bosco believes that all young people should
have the opportunity to graduate, and offers its
students a second chance at a successful
future.

English as a Second Language

Don Bosco’s English as a Second Language
school is the largest ESL program in Kansas
City, and is offered in partnership with the
Metropolitan Community Colleges - Penn
Valley. By helping new Americans overcome
challenges and break barriers, the Don Bosco
Centers are preserving the ethnic diversity of its
surrounding community.

Youth Development Center

The Youth Development Center provides a safe
and supportive environment for youth to
participate in a variety of activities and
programs that support education, encourage
growth, and increase community involvement.
